Seven Principles of Catholic Social Teaching. These principles help us think about how we can treat each other and the world around us in a better way. Let’s break down each principle and see how they link to our learning in Maths. 

Dignity
What is it? Dignity means that every person is special and important and created in the image and likeness of God. This means respecting everyone’s feelings and understanding that we all have our own strengths and weaknesses. 
What does this look like in Maths? We will not always get every answer correct. It’s about understanding that we all make mistakes and they help us to become better learners. In lessons we recognise that mistakes are ok and we treat everybody with kindness to help to build up confidence rather than to knock it down.  

Solidarity
What is it? Solidarity means standing together with others, especially those who are in need. 
What does this look like in Maths? In class, this means supporting friends and classmates during group projects or when they face difficulties in learning. In paired or group learning tasks, if someone is struggling to understand a concept, you can offer to help them out. Team work makes the dream work!

The Common Good
What is it? The common good is about what is best for everyone in your community. 
What does this look like in Maths? Mathematical reasoning and problem solving is a great way to share your learning and support others in their understanding too. It’s about sharing what you know to help others to succeed too. 

The Option for the Poor
What is it? The option for the poor means we should give special attention to those who are struggling and remembering God loves the humble. 
What does this look like in Maths? We have special days throughout the year where we focus on Maths in a real-world context. For example, World Maths Day and supporting Children In Need – Challenge your thinking. Raising money in class hungry jars and fund raising gives an understanding of the value of money and helps children to understand the importance of sharing what they have with those in need.

Peace
What is it? Peace is the cornerstone of our faith and it means living in harmony with others. It’s about being kind and ensuring everyone is treated in a fair way. 
What does this look like in Maths? If a friend disagrees with you on an answer. Work together to find a solution. Can you use different resources or try a different strategy to check?

Creation and Environment
What is it? This principle reminds us to take care of the Earth and all living things. 
What does this look like in Maths? Wonder at the beauty of nature – Looking at natural patterns and shapes and using natural materials to make your own repeating patterns. Get outside into our wonderful world and wonder at its beauty and mystery. 

The Dignity of Work and Participation
What is it? This means that everyone should have the chance to do meaningful work and contribute in their community. 
What does this look like in Maths? When working on collaborative work, everyone’s ideas matter! Make sure to listen to each person’s suggestions and let them feel important. We can always learn new things when we listen to one another. 

By understanding and using the Seven Principles of Catholic Social Teaching in Maths, we can work together to make our world a better and fairer place for all. 
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
